WORLD Record Holder  - WORLD TRANSPLANT CHAMPIONSHIPS – GOTHENBORG 2011 
Greenwich swimmer GEORGE NEWMAN took part in the 2011 World Transplant Swimming Championships in Gothenburg for swimmers of all ages who have had Transplants – George had a liver Transplant when he was just 9 years old

George had been selected to swim 5 individual events the 400 free 200 Free 50 Fly 50 and 100 Breast  plus taking part in both the Medley and Freestyle 4x50 relay and what a swimming festival he had. 

George came back with 2 World Records, 7 Golds in an Amazing weekend of swimming in Gothenburg Sweden for the Great Britain team 

George Started the weekend off with a fantastic 200 Free which set him up for the weekend but what a tight race this was from the start and was won in the last 50 by George by just .3 of a second George split 66.16 also best time ever – but more was to come 

George swam the second leg in the open 200 freestyle team that recorded a WORLD RECORD Time of 1.58.71 the Great Britain side which made the world record swim along with of George were Mathew Dodd, Jason Smitt, Ran Pulik and they comfortably won the event from their nearest rivals from Spain by some 6 seconds a great achievement by all and taking off 2.5 seconds off the previous record held by GB in 2001

George took part in his second individual event the 400 free and recorded a best ever time of 5.09.06 and went out in 1.10.9 and then 2.30.79. George had been working hard up to these championships and won the event by some 14 seconds and an event George is not used to but already on a high from the previous swims looked good for the second days swimming

With the 50 Fly looming George knew he would have a race on as there were 3 British swimmers in contention for medals and all 3 British lads did not disappoint they came home in Bronze ( Jake Peplow)Silver (Mathew Dodd) and GOLD for George Newman in a Best time of 33.36.

Georges best swim of the weekend was in the 100 breast turning in second place at the 50 mark in 37.48 but accelerated to first in the second leg winning in a time of 1.19.05 more than 2 seconds faster than second place swimmer from Germany in a WORLD RECORD TIME.

The Great Britain Medley relay team had a great swim winning in a time of 2.19.69 George did the Breast stroke leg and swam a great leg of 36.79 this was Georges 5th Gold medal of the weekend in the 18 -29 age group he was competing in. But George improved this time winning his 6th Gold Medal of the Championships in a time of 34.98 in the closest race of the whole Championships in a best time ever in a time that beat his nearest rival Emeran Neuhauser (Germany) by 6 one hundreds of a second the German swimmer recording 35.04.

Swimmers throughout the world take part in the Championships and it ranged from the 12 -14 Age group through to the 70 = Age group George was competing in the 18 – 29 age group which was one of the most Competitive group
